A The University of Naples Federico Il is one of tlsddest university to
be founded by a head of State while other educational institutions by
and large were a product of corporate initiatives.

A On June 5, we commemoratedhe 800t anniversary of the Federico
Il University . On that day in 1224 Emperor Federico Il established our
university with an edict issued from Syracuse and marked with a seal
that still represents its symbol today.

A For 800 years, ousecular and generalist university , starting from
the heart of ancient Neapolis, has been dedicated to the education
of young minds through research and educational activities.

A As one of the oldest state universities in the world, it first carried out
its mission within the kingdom and later at a national level, always
with an eye looking towardsnternationalization .




The University iaples

A The University has now reached the outskirts of the metropolitan city and its surrounding areas, starting from
the oldest part of the historic city centre.

A Initially, University took place in theconvent complexes which are found in abundance throughout the city. In
recent years, different universities departments have been housed in these buildings, often characterized by
prestigious cloisters .

A Federico Il heritage, which is iconic of the changing times and the cultures that have shaped the development
and progress of the city, stretchedrom the old town centre to modern districts , from hilly areas to those
once considered peripheral and now convenient for the whole metropolitan area, to charming tourist
destinations with a high environmental and scenic value such aBortici, Torre del Greco and Anacapri.
